Riders who will not have attained their 17th birthday by the 20th July 2011 must enter as a Junior for Trailblazers requirements. Tests will be judged and marked on BD score sheets which will be available at the end of the class.  Fall of horse or rider will incur elimination.

Combined Training:
Any age rider will be allowed to ride any height horse or pony as long as the partnership is compatible but must be entered as pony (148cm and under) or horse (over 148cms) for Trailblazers requirements.. Placings will be determined by deducting any show jumping penalties from the dressage mark.  In the event of equal marks the time in show jumping will decide the winner.
